•  When Jesus stayed in Samaria to teach, how did the people respond? John 4:40–41 They believed in 
Jesus and recognized that he is the Savior of the world. 
• How can you know that Jesus knows everything about you? Psalm 139:1–6, 23–24 This psalm says God 
knows all about us, and Jesus is God.  
• How does it make you feel to know that Jesus knows you and loves you?
